Catalogues

Choosing the right catalogue can be
confusing. Stanley Gibbons Catalogue Editor,
Hugh Jefferies, offers some guidance

When Stanley Gibbons published
his first ‘Catalogue and Price List’
in 1865, it must have been fairly
easy to decide what should go in
it. In those days, most collectors
collected the whole world and
specialisation was a thing of

the future.

Now, 145 years later, a lot has
changed, both in terms of the

number of stamps issued and

the way in which we collectors
study them.

Every year more and more
stamps are being issued around
the world, making it ever more
difficult for collectors (and
catalogue publishers!) to keep
up with them. Accordingly, many
people have stopped collecting
the new issues of a wide range of
countries and are opting instead
to concentrate on a few that
really interest them or that issue
a reasonable number of stamps
each year. Others have chosen
to study in great depth a single
country, or even a single issue
within that country. Specialist

collectors are even looking at
subjects that were widely ignored
in the past, such as telegraph and
revenue stamps, and of course
postal history and thematics have
both seen a considerable growth
in popularity in recent years.

As it stands, catalogues may be
divided by degree of specialisation
and by subject covered. Thus,
as far as the Stanley Gibbons
catalogues are concerned, there
are specialised catalogues (for
Great Britain only), Comprehensive
catalogues (Part 1, Parts 2-22
Foreign catalogues, the
Commonwealth Country series,
the Great Britain Concise and
Collect Channel Islands and

Isle of Man Stamps), Straight
forward catalogues (Collect
British Stamps) and Simplified
Catalogues (Stamps of the
World, the other Simplified titles
and the thematic catalogues).
Each group varies slightly in
content and considerably in
terms of frequency of publication,
and of course not every area

is covered to every degree of

specialisation-there is currently
no individual specialised catalogue
of Peru or simplified catalogue of
Nepal - it's simply not possible to
supply every need at the moment
